Award Amount: Lake County Farm Bureau Inc. will award up to 10 scholarships of $1,500 each. A minimum of three will be awarded based off an agricultural focus and two will be based off a non-agricultural focus.

Qualifications: Applicant, parent or guardian must be a Lake County Farm Bureau Inc. member for at least one year and have a current membership.  Applicant must be a senior in high school or currently enrolled in an approved or accredited school of higher learning. No age limit however award may only be won 4 times per applicant.
